Registration

Registration can be completed by mail up to the end of the first week of classes, at the campus (by 
appointment) during the posted registration period (see the web site), or in class during the first 
week of class.  Except for the first day, registration in class will be for individual classes only as a 
class add-on.

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Cost for the entire 2-year program (4 semesters and one summer) per student is as follows:

�x two-year program paid in full (all classes necessary for the program) = $3900
�x fall and spring semesters only (13 units or more) = $925
�x fall and spring semesters (12 units or less) = $85 per unit
�x for summer only = $85 per unit (unless two-year program is pre-paid in full)
�x Internship class = $85 per unit (unless two-year program is pre-paid in full)

All students must pay the $25 new student fee and the $25 registration fee each semester.
For students using credit cards (VISA, MC, AE) 2-4% of the balance will be added to each 
transaction.  Students may also pay through Paypal.

Students paying per semester or per class and not paying the total at the time of registration must 
pay one-third plus $15 before the end of the first week of classes, another one-third plus $15 by the 
end of the fifth week and the balance by the end of the ninth week.  Students who pay in full can 
have their fees refunded on a pro-rated basis.  For example, students who pay in full at the time 
classes begin and drop classes (a class) before the fifth week will be refunded one-third of the fee 
payment. No paid fees will be refunded after the ninth week.

Students may work off up to 20% of their total fee each semester by doing supervised volunteer 
work (credited the same as minimum wage) around the school (i.e., helping the bookkeeper or the 
librarian) or for Ocean Hills Church (volunteer work done for OHC will be subtracted from the 
semester tithe).  This option will be available to only three or four of the neediest students each 
semester.   A student paying $900 per semester, then, will be able to deduct up to $180 from his or 
her balance each semester.  All student charges, including library fines, must be kept paid-up by 
the end of each semester in order to register for the next semester. 

Classes for spring 2009 will be offered on Tuesday and Thursday (5:30 – 6:45 pm Tuesday and 
Thursday, 7:15 – 10 pm Tuesday and 7:15 – 10 pm Thursday) and two classes on Saturday (8:30  –
11:15 am and 11:45 am – 1:30 pm for a 3- and 2- unit combination; or 8:30 – 10:20 am and 10:30 
am – 12:20 pm for a 2- and 2- unit combination; 8:30 – 11:15 am and 11:45 am – 2:30 pm for a 3-
and 3- unit combination).  All classes except for Internship will be held at the Ocean Hills Church 
campus in room 219.  Final exams will be held during the 16th week (see Calendar).

Chapel will be required (at least eight times per semester, not required in the summer) for all 
students in the 2-year program (for those taking individual classes not leading toward 
Certification, Chapel will not be required).  Chapel requirements can be met by attendance at 
OHC Sunday service or at the Rancho Santa Margarita Water District from 5-7 pm.
